The article should not exceed 6 pages (A4 format) including tables, figures and bibliography. The text should be written in single line spacing, using Times New Roman, font size 11pt. 

The margins of the pages should be 2cm (up, down, inside, outside) 

We recommend using this sample and icons from ADD-INS toolbar (such as Title, Author, …)
 for word processing. All necessary parameters (paper size, styles used for formatting) are defined in this sample. 

1.1. The first page

The first page should includes:

· The title of the article typed in BOLD CAPITAL LETTERS, left indent, Arial, size 12pt (style TITLE)

· The name and surname of the author(s) typed in CAPITAL LETTERS, left indent, Times New Roman, size 10pt (style Author).

· The author(s) institutional affiliation(s) typed in lower case letters, Times New Roman, size10pt (style Address).

· Skip a line (style Line)

· Abstract: At the left margin, bold, italic lower case letters, typed in Times New Roman, size 11pt. This is followed by a text of up to 150 words, typed in single line spacing, Times New Roman, size 11pt (style Abstract).
· 3-5 Keywords (style Keywords). Skip a line.
· This is followed by the main text typed in single line spacing, with Times New Roman, size 11pt, justified, all paragraphs with a 0.5 cm indent in the first line (style Paragraph), except for the first paragraph after a heading (style Paragraph No Indent)

2. Subtitles

A decimal system numbering of up to three levels is used for the headings of the sections:

· FIRST LEVEL: At the left margin, with BOLD CAPITAL LETTERS, Arial, size 11pt (style Subtitle 1).

· SECOND AND THIRD LEVELS: At the left margin, with bold lower case letters, Arial, size 11pt (style Subtitle 2,3).

3. Tables and FIGURES
Tables and Figures are placed in the text after the relevant remark. They are numbered in accordance with their appearance in the text. All figures and Tables must have titles and must be referenced from within the text.
